HOTEL SAN CRISTOBAL

Named in honor of Saint Christopher, patron of
travelers, surfers, sailors and protector during long
journeys, Hotel San Cristdbal sits on the southwestern
edge of the Baja peninsula. Positioned along the
Tropic of Cancer and framed by the Sierra de la Laguna
mountains, Punta Lobos, and the Pacific Ocean, there
is something about the quality of light here. The cycles
of the days and seasons, the sunrises, sunsets and
tides, and the majesty of the night sky are the hotel’s

greatest amenities.

Hotel San Cristobal consists of 32 rooms situated
around a central pool and lounge, designed by
architects Lake | Flato to complement the beauty of the
surrounding terrain. The intimate property is home to
three restaurants and beach club as well as a library,

a seaside mirador, and a small retail shop. The hotel
has several spaces for celebrations and weddings from
La Capilla, the hotel’s beautiful chapel and event hall,
to a secluded yoga platform with a breathtaking view

overlooking the mountains and ocean.

TERRACE SUITE

Located above the hotel restaurant and indoor
bar, the Terrace Suite offers stunning views of
the pool and the ocean beyond from the second
floor.

overlooking the pool and poolside lounge.

OCEAN KING

Located on the beach with uninterrupted views
of the Pacific and Punta Lobos, the spacious
Ocean King room has a deluxe, natural fiber king
bed, writing desk, comfortable seating indoors
and out, private patio with sliding screen, and a

variety of amenities.
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SEA QUEENS

Boasts nearly 500 sq ft of combined indoor and private
outdoor lounge space with an uninhibited view of the
Pacific Ocean.
